1. Applied Conducting: In-depth study in podium leadership/advanced
technical skill to permit real-time conducting of major symphony-level
ensembles with demonstrated understanding of complex rhythms/time-signatures;
legato, staccato, marcato articulations; beat patterns; cues; fermatas;
dynamics; expression; phrasing; and preparation (anacrusis) of beats and
entrances; and thorough knowledge of standard band literature.

2. Music Analysis & Score Study: Theoretical and analytical study of music
providing an understanding of form, harmony, style, composition,
counterpoint, and phrasing; traditional technigues used in preparing to
rehearse ensembles for performance of new pieces. Thorough understanding of
traditional band instrumentation, including individual instrument ranges and
limitations.
