1. Designation. Commander, Naval Facilities Engineering
Command ( NAVFACENGCOM), Director Navy Ccean Facilities Program
(NAVFAC OFP) designates qualified Gvil Engineer Corps (CEC

of ficers as Navy Ccean Facilities Program (OFP) officers.

Upon qualification, Navy OFP officers nmay be assigned to CEC
billets which are designated as 1103 subspecialty billets per
reference (a).

a. Qualifications for CEC officers with officer designation
of 510X:

(1) Conpletion of Naval Postgraduate School (NPS)
approved curriculum No. 472, leading to a Masters Degree in
Ccean Engi neering per reference (b), or equival ent education and
fulfillment of all requirenents necessary to obtain the 1103
subspeci alty code.

(2) Meet the requirenents of a designated “Basic Diving
O ficer” prescribed in MLPERSMAN 1210- 140.

b. Qualifications for CEC officers with officer designation
of 653X or 753X

(1) Appropriate experience and denonstrated proficiency
in technical aspects and managenent of underwater construction
and ocean facilities related projects.

(2) Meet the requirenents of a designated “Basic Diving
O ficer” prescribed in MLPERSMAN 1210- 140.
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2. Higibility. NAVFACENGCOM ( NAVFAC OFP) may grant or
processes a wai ver on a case-by-case basis. Menbers applying for
accession into the Navy OFP nust satisfy the foll ow ng
requirements:

a. Designation/Rank. Be serving as a U S. Navy CEC officer
(510x, 653x, or 753x). Applicants nmust be of the rank of
| i eutenant or bel ow, and nust not be in-zone for pronotion to
| i eutenant commander at the tine of application.

b. bligated Service (OBLISERV). Subsequent to conpletion
of graduate school and dive training, agree to serve on active
duty for a specified period per reference (b) and M LPERSVAN
1210- 140, or until conpletion of previously acquired m ni mum
OBLI SERV, whi chever is |onger

c. Physical/Mdical Requirenents. Meet all physical and
nmedi cal requirenments for Basic Diving Oficer prescribed in
M LPERSMAN 1210-140. Specific qualifications are as foll ows:

(1) Interview by a Navy OFP officer serving on active
duty who is at | east one paygrade senior to the applicant. The
screening interview provides an opportunity for the Navy OFP
office to further evaluate each applicant's suitability and
nmotivation for the program

(2) Vision correctable to 20/20, and not |ess than 20/200
in each eye, uncorrected. Wiivers can be granted on a case-by-
case basis for vision acuity less than 20/200 in each eye.

(3) Deficient color vision by Farnsworth Lantern Test is a
di squalifying factor; however, waivers may be granted.

(4) Maxi mum age is 35 but may be wai ved.

(5) Must have the ability to equalize pressure (VALSALVA)

(6) H gh blood pressure is disqualifying. [If one high
readi ng i s observed, others should be taken at intervals over a

several -day period to determne the validity of the first readi ng.

(7) Candi dates nmust be Departnent of Defense (DQOD)
dental class 1 or 2 prior to diver training.

(8) SF 88 (Rev. 10-94), Report of Medical Exam nation and
SF 93 (Rev. 6-96), Report of Medical H story nust be submtted to
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a qualified diving nedical officer for review upon conpletion of
di ver physical. SF 88 should state the purpose as "Dving Duty."

(9) If above the Navy wei ght standards, the applicant
must submt waiver request with front and side view photographs.

(10) Successfully conpl ete hyperbaric chanber pressure
tolerance test to a pressure equivalent of 60 feet of seawater.
Cont act nearest reconpression chanber facility or Navy diving
command for arrangenent to take this test. NOTE: This test may
be performed only after conpletion of nedical screening as
outlined above.

(11) Physically qualified as denonstrated by ability to
perform foll ow ng:

(a) 500 yard swm(within 14 mn.)
(b) 42 push-ups, 50 sit-ups
(c) 6 pull-ups

(d) one and one-half mle run (wthin
12 mn. 45 sec.)

There are stringent requirenments on how these nust be perforned
(see M LPERSMAN 1220-100 through 1220-330). NOTE: This

physi cal fitness test can be adm ni stered by any conmand

physi cal readi ness test (PRT) coordi nator; however, it is

i ncunbent upon both the applicant and the PRT coordinator to
ensure the screening test is admnistered as prescri bed.
Failure to do so could result in rejection or disenrollnent of
t he applicant by Naval D ving and Sal vage Training Center
(NDSTC) before or at any tinme during dive training.

6. Insignia. Navy OFP officers are authorized to wear the
"Basic Diving Oficer" insignia upon attainnment of the D ving

O ficer qualification per MLPERSMAN 1210- 140, and prescri bed by
reference (c).

7. Requalification

a. The perishable skills of diving, which are inherent to
the profession, are requirenments of all Navy OFP officers
(subspecialty 1103). COs are directed to provide every
opportunity for Navy OFP officer qualifications to be maintained
in the proper proficiency and periodicity.

b. Diving requalification will be conducted per M LPERSVAN
1210- 140.

8. Revocation/ Reinstatenent of Qualifications

a. Oficers may request renoval of diving related Navy
officer billet classifications (NOBCs) or additional
qualification designators (AQDs) by sending a letter to
NAVPERSCOM Speci al Operations Branch (EOD) (PERS-416), via
their chain of conmmand and NAVFACENGCOM ( NAVFAC OFP). Renobva
of the diving NOBCs or AQDs will disenroll the officer fromthe
Navy OFP.

b. Revocation of Diving Oficer designations shall be
consi dered only by an appoi nted board convened by the
appropriate COin the officer’s chain of conmand. The board
shal | have at |east one Navy OFP officer with the rank of
i eut enant commander or senior. The board shall evaluate the
operational ability, notivation, and reliability of officers in
their performance of duty. The board s recommendation shall be
forwarded via the convening authority and NAVFACENGCOM
(NAVFAC COFP) to NAVPERSCOM ( PERS-416) for final determ nation.
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Revocation of Diving Oficer designator by NAVPERSCOM ( PERS-416)
wll disenroll the officer fromthe Navy OFP.

c. Oficers may request reinstatenent of fornmer diving
designation by sending a letter to NAVPERSCOM ( PERS-416) via
their CO and NAVFACENGCOM ( NAVFAC OFP). Requests for
rei nstatenment should include appropriate statenment fromthe
of ficer application format discussed previously.
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
