MINIMUM HARDWARE REQUIREMENT

Operating System: Windows XP SP3, Windows 7 (preferred 64bit), Windows 8.x (no night colors available)

Processor: Core2 or better, Core i3/i5/i7 or better recommended

Hard Drive: 40GB minimum (80GB or larger recommended)

Memory: WinXP 1GB, Win7/Win8.x 2GB (4GB or more recommended)

Optical Drive: CDROM/DVDROM (for loading DNC)

Manual Inputs: Standard Keyboard, mouse/trackball

NMEA-0183 Input Device: External Serial to USB converter or built in RS-232/422 serial port(s)

Serial Port: 16550 UART/9-pin for connecting serial GPS receiver w/NMEA 0183 interface

S/A-Only Display: (not qualified for ECDIS-N certification) A 17-inch (LCD or CRT), 1280x1024 pixel, 24-colors (True Color), or a 15-inch (laptop) display, 1280x1024 pixel, 24-colors (True Color) 


In addition to the minimum requirements listed above, for shipboard users there are additional considerations:
 
* COGENT mainly accepts NMEA-0183 serial data, and most ships use more than one serial input. Modern laptops do not have serial ports; therefore, in addition to the computer, a device such as the SeaLevel 2403 should be procured (P/N 3602-2013).

Note that this device works with RS-232, 422 and 485 serial devices. Typical connections would be to GPS, AIS, ARPA (radar), and heading.  Please see the additional information related to SeaLevel procurement below. 
 
* If the computer is to be used on the bridge then a sunlight visible / night dimmable display should be considered.
* The computer should be configured to "Windows Classic" desktop mode in order to fully support COGENT's dusk and night color modes.

* The preferred operating system is Win7 x64, which enables use of 4GB or more of system memory.

* Hard drive speed is the primary determinant of chart load time, consider an SSD. In theory SSD's are also more reliable. If this is cost prohibitive we recommend a 7200rpm hard drive, although note that replacement SSD's typically cost 50% less than what manufacturers charge to include one with the computer.

* Ensure the laptop has at least a "spill-resistant" keyboard. Most business class laptops do, most consumer laptops do not.
